	Appointment of an Independent Chair for New Ways

In April this year, New Ways agreed to appoint an independent chair to drive forward the work of New Ways ensuring that the key priorities in the community plan are addressed effectively for the benefit of the Scottish Borders; to provide independent scrutiny to the New Ways Partnership; to ensure that each of the New Ways theme teams is addressing key issues that face the Borders as we move through a period of significant change (e.g. reinstatement of the Waverley Railway Line, creation of  collocated HE/FE Campus in region, Broadband Pathfinder Project).
The appointment is for 3 years and is based on 2-4 days per month.

Mr Dave McDougall was appointed on 1st November 2007. Dave has just move to the Scottish Borders and is part-time CEO of West Lothian Chamber of Commerce, and Vice Chair of Telford College’s Board.
