	Impact
	The Heritage Lottery Fund has awarded almost £1.5m to Angus Council for the Brechin Townscape Initiative (THI).  The award makes up just over half of the £2.9m that will be used to fund a five year programme of heritage led regeneration in the centre of Brechin.  Angus Council has allocated over £1m towards the total cost of the project and the remaining £371,000 funded by Historic Scotland.  
The project focuses on buildings at risk in the city centre and survey reports and projected budget costs for their repair were included in the funding submission. Budgets have also been identified for small grant awards for exterior repairs to buildings in the defined THI project area, and for training and community involvement.
