Mapping Exercises

The PSIF Partnership and our colleagues in Her Majestys Inspectorate of Education (HMIE) and the Social Work Inspection Agency (SWIA) believe that there are fundamentally common shared objectives for the Public Service Improvement Framework and their own performance frameworks and that both support the planning and delivery of service improvement within Scottish local authorities.

There are also shared values around how these frameworks actively contribute to improving the quality of life for citizens and communities across Scotland, and therefore supporting the commitments outlined within the Concordat, and the principles endorsed through Single Outcome Agreements. 

There has been extensive mapping exercises carried out with both bodies to assist Education and Social Work officers working within local authorities to align their professional results to PSIF and vice versa.  Pilot assessments are planned in these areas over the next six months to ensure we can practically realise the theoretical benefits identified.  We will work positively with other inspectorates and regulatory bodies too identify possible other beneficial mapping exercises for our participating organisations.  By reducing the duplication of effort, we aim to realise one of the key recommendations from the Crerar Review of 2007.
Sharing and Learning Capacity

The PSIF offers a unique opportunity for those organisations within the local government “family” to share their findings from undertaking the self-evaluation process and to learn from each others’ experiences.  
All PSIF organisations benefit from regular support sessions with the Improvement Service officers, scheduled learning events where practitioners congregate and discuss their findings and experience to date and dedicated professional support from our partner organisations, Quality Scotland and Investors in People.  The partnership are currently developing robust and meaningful benchmarking opportunities for those participating organisations and are looking to expand the scope of the PSIF to assist self-evaluation within Community Planning Partnerships to assist with the realisation of Single Outcome Agreements.
